This clone has been derived from hybridization of SP2/0 cells with spleen cells of a BALB/c mouse
immunized with a myeloma cell line (TH). The monoclonal antibody is directed against an specific
antigen for plasma cells. Moderate binding is seen to EBV-transformed lymphoblastoid cell lines. The
antibody does not react with other lymphoid cells, incuding normal and leukemic B-cells. The antibody
does not effect the proliferation and Ig-production of plasma cell lines.

Form: Hybridoma cultured supernatant. Ammoniumsulphate precipitation and ion exchance
chromatography.

Physical state: Liquid

PBS containing 15 mM sodium azide, pH 7.4

Storage conditions: Store at 4 °C. For long-term storage aliquot and store at -20°C. Avoid
freeze/thaw cycles.

Enumeration of plasma cells in peripheral blood or bone marrow. Indirect immunofluorescence
staining with analysis by flowcytometry or fluorescence microscopy
