This clone has been derived from hybridization of SP2/0 cells with spleen cells of a BALB/c mouse
immunized with soluble recombinant human FAS. The monoclonal antibody is directed against the
CD95 (FAS/APO-1) receptor which is expressed on NK-cells, granulocytes, activated T-cells, a
subpopulation of thymocytes and a subpopulation of B-cells. The monoclonal antibody induces
apoptosis in susceptible cells when applied in a bioassay.

Hybridoma culture supernatant. Purification: Ammoniumsulphate precipitation and ion exchange
chromatagraphy.

PBS containing 15 mM sodium azide, pH 7.4

Storage conditions: Store at 4 °C. For long-term storage aliquot and store at -20°C. Avoid
freeze/thaw cycles.

Functional studies on cells. Methods: Indirect immunofluorescence staining with analysis by
flowcytometry or fluorescence microscopy, bioassays.
